2301715 Arabic syntax Theory (3Cr.H.) 

 This course deals with the Arabic syntax theory , its 

beginning , developing , and maturity with detail of sources 

, scholars , schools , and aspects . 

 

2301716 Issue of Jahili ( pre – Islamic )poetry (3Cr.H.) 



  It deals with concept of al – Riwayah lexicographically and 

methodically in the pre – Islamic , Islamic , Umayyad , and 

Abbasid poetry . It also deals with the problem of plagiarism in 

the pre – Islamic poetry .  

 

 

 

2301717 Specimens of The Abbaside prose (3Cr.H.) 

 It deals with specimens of The Abbaside prose such as 

epistle , story , maqma ( a genre of Arabic rhythmic prose ) 

, biography , and debate . 

 

 

2301718 Arabic lexicon and Idiom  (3Cr.H.) 

 This course tackles some problems in the Arabic lexicon , 

such as : 

  * The problem of lexical word , its etymology and  

     derivation  

      *The primary linguistic sources : the language of  

        the holy Quran , the language of prophetical  

        traditions and the language of the Arabs .
