3004901 Scientific Research Methods in Political Science (3 Credit hours)

This is an advanced course in methodological, theoretical and technical issues in political science. The
course focuses on the philosophy of social sciences. It analyzes the issues of conceptualization, of
descriptive inference, objectivity, and causal inference. Methodology topics include: experimental and
observational approaches to estimating causal effects, measuring political preferences from data,

statistical analysis with computer application and different methods and techniques in studying politic
sciTnce and international relations.

3004902 Public International Law (3 Credit hours)
